Payments that are not received within one month of 
the due date will be billed.  We will add a $5 late fee each time we need to send a bill, please pay on time! 
 
Why pay Paypal when you can pay 
farmers!  Checks can also be left with your distribution coordinator who will get them transferred to the farm office.  Please write in the 
check memo the first and last name of the person listed on this form as Name 1 so that we can credit all payments to the appropriate 
account.

Our flock of chickens is integrating into the fertility cycle of the farm and laying delicious, 
nutrient-rich eggs for us to share with you. Each share gets a half-dozen each week. If youʼd like a 
weekly dozen you can order two shares for the season.
